Oakley won the 1500 metres just 75 minutes later.

Kodi Harman ran a superb 200 metres in a new record , having earlier won the 100 metres in a
personal best.

Andrew Whyte took almost a second off the 400 metres record. Other record breaking performances
came from Nicholas Southgate in the Pole Vault, Julia Ratcliffe in the Hammer, and Matthew Bloxham
in the Junior Hammer.

Phil Sims and MacKenzie Keenan took out impressive hurdles doubles while Megan McPhail and
Greer Alsop had double victories in the senior girls grade. Zoe Hobbs and Amy Robinson each won
two events in the junior girls section.
