
EXAMINATIONS (Updated August 29) 
Logan Park High School is not available as an Examination Centre Friday afternoon for 
Economics Level 3 and Classical Studies Level 1 examinations. Otago Girls’ High School 
and King’s High School have been approached and are available as alternative centres. 
Students should have their admission slips and a photo id with them. Please follow the 
instructions in the original notice below. 
 
Original Notice 
When the dates for these Championships were being decided, the NZSSAA were aware that 
there was the possibility of examinations not finishing before the Friday and have taken 
action to minimise the impact on those affected. Candidates for exams on Friday (or 
Thursday if necessary) will be able to sit them at Logan Park High School, not far from the 
Caledonian Stadium in or at another Dunedin school if that is a more suitable arrangement.
